HERALD:
In our current middle ages, those who demonstrate prowess in the art of combat are recognized on many levels; awards and orders attest to their chivalry and skill.   But when war comes to our fair lands, the individual valor of our brave fighters is not enough; the kingdom has need of those who excel in the tactics of the battlefield.  It was for this purpose that in Anno Societatis XXIII, in the reign of Trelon and Daphne, an order was created to recognize those who have demonstrated a talent for the arts of war, and in the organization and teaching of military tactics.

This order was known by many names until Anno Societatis XXVII, when it became officially known as the Order of the Guardians of Atenveldt.  Members of the order may be named as Commanders, Officers, or Legionnaires and may be known by a medallion emblazoned with the Badge of the Order: Per Pale argent and azure, in pale a sun in his splendor and two swords in saltire Or.  The medallion is suspended from ribbons whose color denotes the degree of the bearer, with gold denoting a Commander, silver denoting an Officer, and Blue signifying a legionnaire.

Their Majesties now call all members of the Guardians of Atenveldt, (the Legion of the Sword of Honor, and the Royal Officer Corps of Atenveldt) into their presence.
