Herald:
His Majesty calls forward his most noble Knights and Masters of Arms to present themselves before the Thrones. 

King:
Good Knights and Masters, is this then your number? 

Premier Chevalier:

Your Majesty, at Your pleasure we are not complete. 

King:
Then complete your number, and that speedily. 

(The Crown directs someone to fetch the candidate or he/she is called forth.)

King:
Will this then complete your number? 

Premier Chevalier:

Your Majesty, it will.

King:
______________, will you accept Knighthood from Our hand this day? 

Candidate:
Yes, I will. 

(If Candidate says no, see Master at Arms ceremony)

King:
You stand before us this day, having indicated your willingness to accept the noble order of Knighthood in the Society for Creative Anachronism, and having been adjudged by your peers as fit for this honour and worth of the noble name of Knight, do you, ______________, swear by all that you hold sacred, true and holy that you will: 




Honour and obey the Crown of Atenveldt, as its sworn liegeman/woman? 




Honour and defend all ladies, and those weaker than yourself? 




Reverence and serve your faith? 

Give courtesy to your peers, both Knight and Master of Arms,  and the Masters and Mistresses of the Laurel and Pelican? 




And conduct yourself as befits a Knight, drawing your sword only for just cause and being chivalrous to all, to the greater glory of yourself and the Crown of Atenveldt? 

Candidate:

Is there a belt?




This white belt symbolizes the chivalry, courtesy, and honor of your knightly rank and station. 

King:

Is there a chain?




This chain symbolizes your bond of fealty to the Crown of Atenveldt as its Liegeman/woman.

King:
Are there spurs?



These spurs symbolize that you ride for your Crown and Country. 

(The Sword of State is brought forth for the oath of fealty.)
Herald: 
Place your hands upon The Sword of State and swear this Oath:

This day do I render homage and fealty to my sovereign Lord the Crown of Atenveldt, who will from this day onward be my liege lord. I will remain in all ways His true servant, serving Him faithfully, and endeavoring ever to prove myself worthy of this noble title of Knight. This I do swear by my sword, belt and chain. 

So say I ______________.

Crown:
We _________and We _____________  do accept this oath  and for Our part vow to protect you and your households with all Our power until the Crown shall pass from Our hands. 

(The King presents the candidate with the chain.)

King:
Then having sworn this solemn oath of Knighthood, We, ______________, by right of arms King of Atenveldt, do dub thee once, dub thee twice, do dub thee Knight!  


(The accolade is delivered by the king, given with the flat of the sword, touching first the left shoulder, then the right, then the crown of the head, which is uncovered.) 


(Herald Reads Scroll)

King: 
May this be the last blow that you are struck unanswered!
